8.1.1. Functions of Buttons on the Control Panel

8.1.1.1. Operation Function of Wi-Fi Search Button

For better print quality, please use the original Pantum laser toner cartridge.

Note: when using the laser toner cartridge, please pay attention to the following:
* Unless used immediately, otherwise, do not remove the laser toner cartridge from
the package.
Do not attempt to refill the laser toner cartridge without authorization. Otherwise,
the resulting damage is not included in the printer warranty.
* Please store the laser toner cartridge under a cool and dry environment.
* Toner inside the laser toner cartridge is combustible. Please do not put the laser
toner cartridge near any source of ignition, so as to avoid causing a fire.

9.2.3. Replace Laser Toner Cartridge
