Work area safety

1. Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents.

2. Do not operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks which may
ignite the dust or fumes.

3. Keep children and bystanders away while operating a power tool. Distractions can cause you to lose control.

Electrical Safety

1. Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. Do not use any adapter plugs with earthed (grounded) power tools. Unmodified
plugs and matching outlets will reduce risk of electric shock.

2. Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded‘surfaces, such as pipes, radiators, ranges and refrigerators. There is an increased risk of electric shock if your
body is earthed or grounded.

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Operation

Setting the depth stop

1. Loosen the fixing screw and adjust the depth stop to the required depth. Note the
position of the scale on the body and raise the depth stop by the required amount.
Each mark on the scale is equal to Imm.

2. Tighten the depth stop fixing screw. Note: If your router comes with the into place.
depth stop not assembled, be sure to fit the depth stop on the machine before use,
by loosening the fixing screw, inserting the depth stop into the hole of holder and
securing the fixing screw.

Fitting the dust extraction port

For a cleaner working environment, always connect the machine to a vacuum cleaner
when in use. Align the holes in the dust.extraction port with the holes in the base
plate. Insert the screw and firmly fix into place.

Fitting router bits

Warning: Only use router bits with a speed rating that matches the highest no load
speed of the machine. The shank diameter of the router bit must correspond with.the
rated diameter of the collet.

Press in the spindle lock button, loosen the collet nut and insert the required router
bit. The shank of the router bit must be inserted at least 3mm. Tighten the collet'nut
with the spanner. Release the spindle lock button.

Adjusting the depth of cut

The depth of cut is the distance between the multi depth stop and the depth stop.
Router bits vary in depth, the triple depth stop allow for this with its three positions.
Use one of the two following methods.
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Method 1: Using a piece of wood

Fit the router bit, loosen the depth stop fixing screw, pull the plunge lock lever
up and press the router down until it comes into contact with the work piece.
Lock the router into this position by pushing down the plunge lock lever.

Lift up the depth stop and insert a piece of wood the same thickness as the
depth of cut between the depth stop and multi depth stop.

Tighten the depth stop fixing screw and release the plunge lock lever to return
the router back to its original position. The depth of cut is now set.

Method 2: Using the scale

Fit the router bit, loosen the depth stop fixing screw and release the plunge
lock lever.

Press the router down until it contacts the work piece to this position with the
plunge lock lever. The scale on the depth now shows the starting position. Note
the starting position will vary depending on the bit used.

Next add the required depth of the cut to the starting position, i.e.: if the scale
shows 20mm and you require a cut of 10mm,then the correct adjustment on
the scale is 20+10=30mm. If the scale shows38mm and the required cut is 6mm
in depth, the adjustment on the scale willbe 384+6=44mm. Now move the depth
stop to the calculated number, and lock the bar with the fixing screw. Release
the plunge lock lever so that the router will.return to its original pesition.

Making fine adjustments to the cutting depth

To make fine adjustments, turn the multi depth stop to the suitable length,
Adjust the micro setting on the screw as required.

If you wish to make a deep cut it is best to do this in several stages. The multi
depth stop can be used for this purpose by making small variations.in<the po-
sitions available.

Note: Before starting the router make sure that the work piece is firmly secured.

To start the router press in the trigger and then if you wish to, lock the trigger
into position by pressing your thumb on to the lock button.

Hold the two handles firmly and let the router reach full operation speed,lower
the router to its working position, and lock the router with the plunge lock lever.
Move smoothly through the work piece. When finished release the trigger and
lock lever, and allow the router to return to the top starting position. Let the
router stop fully before removing it from the work piece.

Note: If you applied the trigger lock you will need to press the trigger to release
the lock button.

- Press the trigger in order to start the router

- If you want to lock the trigger in the "ON" position
press the lock button at this point.

- With the lock button engaged you can now release the
trigger and lock button and the router will continue to
run.

- In order to stop the router simply press the trigger once
and the lock will automatically disengage.

Trigger
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Variable speed control switch

The variable speed control switch allows you to vary the speed of the router,
enabling the optimum speed to be selected for various sizes of router bits and
preventing the work piece from being burnt. This can occur especially when
cross cutting. The speed increases as you turn the dial towards the higher
numbers and decreases for the lower numbers (1 being slowest and 6 fastest).

Direction of feed

The router rotates in a clockwise direction. AS a consequence, the router must
be moved from left to right as you face the work piece and anticlockwise for
outside edges.

Rate of feed

It is important to move the router at the correct speed throughout the work.
The incorrect speed may produce a poor quality cut. Moving too fast can cause
bit damage and a rough uneven cut. Too slow can cause the wood to burn and
the bit to overheat. The rate of feed will vary depending on the size of bit, ma-
terial and router speed set. To determine the best speed always practice on a
small unseen area or a spare piece of the same material first.

Using the router freehand

The router can be used without any of the guides, allowing creative freehand
work, such as sign writing. Use this feature only with a shallow depth of cut.

Note: As the router rotates in a clockwise direction always move the tool in
a left to right direction as you stand facing your work piece. When cutting an
outside edge move the router anti-clockwise; and clockwise to cut an inside
edge.

Fitting the centring pin and making circular cuts

° The centring pin allows you to make circular cuts.

° Push the centring pin onto one of the parallel guide rods and fasten it in
place with the thumb screw.

° Place the centring pin against the material.

° Set the required radius by adjusting the shaft of the parallel guide and tight-
en the parallel guide locking screws.

° Fix router in required depth with the lock lever.
° Switch on the machine.
° After releasing the plunge lock lever, lower the machine slowly.

° Cut grooves, shoulders, etc at a steady rate of feed, holding the machine with
both hands.

° When finished, raise the machine and switch off.
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Fitting the parallel guide

Before using the parallel guide you will need to assemble it. Remove the two
screws and washers from the end of the two rods and fit the guide to the rods
using the washers and screws you removed. Tighten screws securely. Insert the
rods into the grooves in the base of the router. Adjust the guide to the required
cutting width and tighten the three parallel guide locking screws.

Using the template guide

Use this feature to cut out a shape from a template guide. This is a useful meth-
od when you want to repeat a shape. Fix the template guide to the router base
using the same screws that you have used for the dust extraction port. Align the
holes in the template guide with the holes in the base plate and dust extraction
port. Then tighten securely. To obtain an exact copy, the work piece must be
bigger by an amount equal to the distance between the outer edge of the guide
ring and the outer edge of the cutter.

Changing the router bit
Press the spindle lock button and get the spindle to latch into place. Loosen the

collet nut with the open ended spanner. Change the router bit and tighten the
collet nut with the spanner.

Note: Remove all adjustment and assembly tools before starting the
machine.

Only use cutter bits with 1/4", 6mm and 8 mm shank.
